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2005 FULBRIGHT STUDY OF THE UNITED STATES INSTITUTES

The Fulbright Commission and the U.S. Department of State Office for the Study of the U.S. announce the Fulbright “Study of the United States Institutes” for Summer 2005.  The Commission will nominate candidates to participate in each of the six-week Study of the U.S. Institutes, which will be held at different universities in the United States.  Final selection of participants will be made in Washington, DC.  The program will cover all costs, including international travel, for selected participants.

The Study of the U.S. Institutes are intensive, rigorous six-week post-graduate level seminars whose purpose is to provide 18 participants from eligible countries worldwide with a deeper understanding of American society, culture and institutions, past and present, in order to strengthen the curricula and enhance the quality of teaching about the United States in university classrooms abroad.  The six Institutes being offered in 2005 are:  “U.S. Foreign Policy: Foundations and Formulation”; “Contemporary American Literature”; “Religious Pluralism in the United States”; “The Civilization of the United States: An Introduction”;  “U.S. Political Economy and the Global Economic System”; and “American Politics and Political Thought.”  

The program is open to teachers and scholars whose professional responsibilities center on or are informed by the study of the society, culture and institutions of the United States of America.   Nominees should be university faculty with a specialization in American Studies, U.S. Studies or other relevant fields who are in a position to have a significant impact on curriculum or course development related to study of the U.S.  Younger and mid-career faculty members with exceptional promise are also eligible to participate.  The ideal participant will be an experienced and highly motivated professional with little or no recent study experience in the U.S. whose home institution is seeking to introduce aspects of U.S. studies into its curriculum; to develop new courses on the United States; or to enhance and update existing courses on the United States.  Participants must have strong English-language proficiency.

Selection for participation in the Study of the U.S. Institutes is highly competitive and will be made on a worldwide basis.  Please note that there will be more qualified nominees from the participating countries than grantee slots available for the Institutes.   The Commission will nominate one candidate for each institute.  Final selection of participants will be made in Washington D.C.  This announcement has been forwarded to all the related departments in Turkish universities.  
Those wishing to nominate candidates or to apply themselves for participation in the 2005 Institutes should submit an application form, detailed resume and a personal statement indicating prior experience in teaching about the United States and identifying which institute the nominee is interested in, his or her professional credentials, and the specific purpose for wishing to participate.  The statement should include a discussion of the plans of the applicant/nominee’s department with respect to teaching about the United States.  The deadline for receipt of nominations is Friday, January 14, 2005.  Results will be announced in mid-May.

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Fulbright Study of the United States

 Summer Institutes 2005

Program Descriptions
"U.S. Foreign Policy: Foundations and Formulation"
Dates: Mid-June to early August 2005

Host Institution:  To be announced
While the program will review the institutional foundations for U.S. foreign policy, its primary purpose will be to provide participants with a deeper understanding of how U.S. foreign policy is conceptualized and enacted, with emphasis on the post-Cold War era.  It will examine the intersection of ideas and structures in the development of U.S. foreign policy.  Its focus will be on the main philosophical trends that have girded U.S. foreign policy; the grand strategies and frameworks that have been developed out of these philosophical trends; and what actors—both governmental and non-governmental-- shape U.S. foreign policy at various stages from its conceptualization to its enactment.  An overarching goal of the program is to illuminate the relationships between U.S. politics and the political, social and economic forces in the United States that constitute the domestic context in which policies are debated, formulated and executed.  It will give attention to U.S. foreign policy both globally and in particular geographic areas and to examine the role of U.S. foreign policy within the context of international relations and international institutions.  Candidates may have a specialization in U.S. foreign policy and should have a good grasp of U.S. foreign policy issues in general, and some prior familiarity with U.S. foreign policy from an academic perspective.

"Contemporary American Literature"
Date:  Mid-June to early August 2005
Host Institution: To be announced

This program will examine contemporary American literature and ill focus on recent American literature and criticism.  Its purpose it twofold:  to explore contemporary American writers and writing in a variety of genres; and to suggest how the themes explored in those works reflect larger currents within contemporary American society and culture.   The program will explore the diversity of the American literary landscape, examining how major contemporary writers, schools and movements reflect the traditions of the American literary canon and, at the same time, represent a departure from that tradition, establishing new directions for American literature.  The program content, including texts, readings and seminar sessions, will be very demanding.   Participants must have a significant prior knowledge of American literature and of literary theory, criticism and practice, as well as strong English language ability.

"Religious Pluralism in the United States"
Dates: Mid-June and early August 2005  

Host institution: To be announced

This program will focus on the American religious experience and its intersection with democracy.    Employing a multi-disciplinary approach, drawing on fields such as history, political science, sociology, anthropology, law and others where appropriate, the program will explore both the historical and contemporary relationship between the church and state in the United States; examine the ways in which religious thought and practice have been influenced by the development of American democracy; examine the intersections of religion and politics in the United States in such areas as elections, public policy, and foreign policy; and explore the sociology and demography of religion in the United States today, including a survey of the varieties of contemporary religious beliefs and their impact on American politics.   While this program is focused on religious pluralism, it does not focus on religious belief systems.  Candidates for this program may have specializations in political science, sociology, history or a related field and should have a good grasp of the U.S. domestic political system in general.  
"The Civilization of the United States: An Introduction"
Date:  Mid-June to early August 2005
Host Institution: New York University
This program will be conducted by the Multinational Institute of American Studies at New York University, and will provide participants with a highly selective yet integrated approach to major themes—historical, political, literary and cultural—that would be appropriate for a comprehensive course on U.S. civilization.  The central theme of the program, “The Reconciliation of Culture and Social Diversity in the United States,” will be explored through four sub-themes: local autonomy and pluralism in America; individual liberty and the American creed; cultural and social heterogeneity; and national unity: social and cultural integration.  Each of the four themes will be examined in terms of contemporary manifestations as well as the historical factors that account for them.  . Candidates may have a specialization in history, American Studies, or American literature and culture.

"The U.S. Political Economy and the Global Economic System"

Dates:  June 26- August 6, 2005

Host Institution:  Dickinson College (Carlisle, Pennsylvania)

The objective of this program is to enrich participants’ understanding of the American political-economic model and its place within the larger context of the global economic system.  The organizing theme of the Institute is “Striking the Balance:  Government and Market in the U.S. Economy.”  Through a combination of readings, lectures by academics, interaction with business and government leaders, group and panel discussions, and local site visits, the Institute seeks to familiarize participants with the evolution of the U.S. economic model and of U.S. economic policy; help participants appreciate the philosophical, cultural and historical roots of contemporary U.S. economic processes and policies; familiarize participants with the processes of economic policy-making in the U.S. and with the relationship of the economy and economic policy to the character and operation of American democracy; expose participants to the diversity of views on economic policy in the U.S.; and  encourage participants to think comparatively about the U.S. economic experience.   Candidates may have a specialization in political economy or a related field and should have a good grasp of economic issues in general and some prior familiarity with U.S. economic policy in particular.

 “American Politics and Political Thought”

Dates: Mid-June to early August 2005

Host Institution:  To be announced

This program will provide participants with a deeper understanding of U.S. political institutions and of major currents in American political thought by focusing on the interplay between ideas and institutions in shaping the contemporary American polity.  It will provide an overview of the origins (Constitutional foundations), development and current functioning of the American Presidency, Congress and the Federal judiciary.  The Institute will review the provenance and trajectory of different intellectual strands or movements, such as liberalism, republicanism, conservatism and neo-conservatism, and highlight how they have intersected with American political institutions to shape public discourse and public policy formulation in the contemporary United States.  Participants may have a specialization in political science, political theory, sociology or political  philosophy.
