· Singer field must be selectable from a value list (form the list from the value set above)

· in Album field must be selectable from a value list (form the list from the values in the table Albums, Album Number field)

· Singer  field has at most 20 characters

Queries

Design the following 5 queries

Year sorted 

The dynaset of this query is (performer, song name, recording year ) in the given order. Recording year should be calculated from Date of Record. The list should be sorted in ascending order of recording year, then by ascending order of performer. 

Date or song name not known

The aim of this query is to find and display all the information available (without repeating) for all songs whose name or date of record is unknown. 

Albums with song names starting V W X Y Z

The aim of this query is to find and display the album names which include songs with names starting with V, or W, or X, or Y, or Z. The album name should occur only once in the result!

More than 1 album years

The aim of this query is to find the years in which more than 1 album was recorded. Use Recording Year as the caption.

length less than 8 and song number less than parameter

The aim of this query is to find and display the length of the album name, the album name, and the song number such that the length of the album name is less than 8 and the song number is less than the value typed at run time as a parameter. 

Delete A-Singers

Before designing this query, make a copy of the table Albums with the name New Albums 1 and a copy of the table Songs with the name New Songs 1. The results should be on the new tables! The aim of this query is to delete the records from the New Songs 1 table such that the singer names start with an A.

sold out

The aim of this query is to rename the albums A-1, A-10, A-11, and A12 as "sold out!!!" in the table New Albums 1.

create album and song names table

The aim of this query is to create a table with the name album and song names that contains the album names and the corresponding song names.

Report

Create the report entitled My Albums Report provided on last page. Note that

· The report is grouped on Performer.

· The number of albums is supplied for every performer.

· The layout is Block.

· The style is Bold.

· Date of Record field is custom formatted.

· The page footer contains "Page 1"; right aligned.

· The report footer contains the date in medium date format, right aligned.

· The control in the report footer is shadowed, with orange back color and red font color. 

Use Tools menu, Database Utilities; Compact and Repair Database command, exit Access.
