Queries

Design the following 5 queries

Capacity and saloon number

The aim of this query is to find and display the theater names together with the total capacity and number of saloons it has (eg/KIZILIRMAK,110,2). Put proper captions. 

Asmalı Konak shows

The aim of this query is to find and display the theater name and saloon number where the film, "Asmalı Konak" is shown. The list should be sorted in ascending order of theater name.

Public day shows

The dynaset of this query is (theater name, movie name) in the given order. The list should be in ascending order of movie names, and then by ascending order of theater names. The aim of this query is to find and display all the theater names and the films they play such that the list contains only the theaters having a public day.

Find show time in minutes

The aim of this query is to find and display the movie name and corresponding show time in minutes. Use the built-in functions, hour and minute for this purpose. Give a proper name to your calculated field.

Increase by 10 percent

Before designing this query, make a copy of the table Saloons with the name New Capacity. The update should be on the table, New Capacity! The aim of this query is to increase the capacity of the 1st saloons of those theaters whose phones start with 4 or who has a web site by 10 percent.

Report

Create the report entitled Saloon Report provided on Page 4. Note that

· The report is grouped on Theater Name.

· The report is sorted on Film Number.

· The sum of the Saloon Capacity is reported for every theater.

· The layout is Outline 1.

· The style is Soft Gray.

· The report fits on a single page.

· The page footer contains "Page 4".

· The line before sums is in dashes style.

· The rectangle around grand total and its value is shadowed.

Use Tools menu, Database Utilities; Compact and Repair Database command, exit Access and upload your file Thursday.mdb.
