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The 80s have witnessed  the rise of islamist identity in Turkey. As a consequence of it, we see in 90s the emergence of a new kemalist identity through a project of alternative education realised in some foundations and associations. This project, although considered by some as in continuity with the republican education project (realised especially in some institutions as Halkevleri (Public Houses) and Köy Enstitüleri (village Instituts)) presents some ruptures with the former, because of its defensive nature vis-à-vis islamist movement.  The main concern of my presentation is to evaluate the new kemalist’s contribution to the social reconstruction of the Turkish Public sphere. In this regard, the paper will focus on the discourse analysis of kemalist reviews such as Atatürkçü Düşünce (Ataturkist thought), Müdafaai Hukuk (Defense of Law), Aydınlanma 1923(Enlightenment 1923), Kuvayi Milliye  as well as on a field study realised with young members of two important kemalist association : Çağdaş Yaşamı Destekleme Derneği (Association for supporting Modern Life) and Çağdaş Eğitim Vakfı (Foundation for Modern Education). The transfer of sacrality through the formulation of « martyrs of secularism », the tentatives of formulation of a new « third way leftist identity » by some young students through kemalism, the reconciliations with Islam by redefining it in the frame of secularity are some of the constatations we were able to make. Thus the paper will try to discuss the possibility of the construction of a secularist movement through the construction of a kemalist subjectivity.
